When the cup tray is up, a cup icon 
is displayed; when it is down, a decanter icon is displayed. If the user presses this icon, a pop-
up will appear with instructions on how to tilt the plate up (screen 4.2.1d) or down (screen

If the user follows these instructions, the beverage selection screen will change from cups to 
decanters or vice versa. The pop-up is visible for 3 seconds and disappears more quickly if the 
plate sensor detects a change within those 3 seconds.

When switching from decanters to cups or vice versa, the volume selector is set to the default 
volume. The strength selector also shows the default strength (if available).
